Below are descriptions of activities being offered for Literacy Week 2011.  Some activities require more involvement on the part of teachers than others, depending on the level of coordination necessary.  All activities can be adapted for elementary and secondary schools in English or French. We encourage collaboration with local literacy partners.

1. CLC Elementary Spelling Bee – Would your CLC be interested in participating in the 2nd annual English spelling bee?  The words and rules are provided.  This activity will require teacher participation to ensure it has connections to the QEP.

2. Family Treasures- (Elementary Cycle 3 and Secondary Cycle 1) This activity will require students to choose a family treasure, interview family members and write a short essay about the treasure.  Some educational resources and rubrics will be provided.  The Quebec Federation of Home and School Associations (QFHSA) will judge and the winning essays will be published. 

3. Family Literacy BINGO – A BINGO card is available with suggested activities for the whole family to participate in.  These activities create a wonderful opportunity to turn-off the television and spend some quality family time together.

4. Reading Challenge – Students keep track of the number of books they read – a prize or dare can be an extrinsic award (two years ago. an elementary principal volunteered to sleep outside on the roof of the school if students achieved a certain number of books read).

5. Principals, Teachers and Community Members Reading Round-Robin – Community VIPs, teachers and principals travel to classes to read books they loved when they were young.

6. Community History Project- A community-based learning project is being planned with the Quebec Anglophone Heritage Network (QAHN) that asks students to participate in gathering local history and producing a digital artifact that will be featured on the QAHN website.  We encourage developing partnerships with local historical societies and community members with expertise in creating podcasts or media.  There may be financial resources available to support this initiative.

7. Developing a Community Magazine-   A learning and evaluation situation (LES) is available that will allow students to study the components of a magazine and develop their own community-focused magazine.  Presentations of other community magazines created by students are offered as inspiration.

8. CLC Choir Celebration – Musical Literacy – CLC choirs will perform over the videoconference to an audience all around the Province of Quebec.  Start practicing for your Provincial Debut!
