Describing your ideas - Great ideas are often the simplest and often they speak for themselves! The best ideas can be summarized in a short ‘elevator pitch’ or in a bit more detail, on a single sheet of paper. However, sometimes the best way of developing an idea is to turn it on its head… by thinking about the worse ways to do something can help reveal the best way forwards!
