A Pedagogical Day with CÉGEP de la Gaspésie and 

Gaspé Polyvalent teachers.

In January, professors from the Gaspé Polyvalent were welcomed to the Cégep de la Gaspésie: English Section on a Pedagogical Day.  The objective of this informal think tank was to share information about the course content, learning activities and evaluations that the Secondary Reform has introduced and its potential impact on students arriving at Cegep in the Fall 2010

We have been working towards this meeting for several months now.  In the Fall of 2008, Gaspé and Bonaventure Polyvalent Science teachers met with the English Section Chemistry, Biology, Physics  and Math profs in a seminar led by Montreal-based Karim Jaffer of QEMSAP (Quebec Education Mathematics & Science Project).  Mr. Jaffer presented the changes in content, evaluation and learning activities that the Reform introduces in secondary science classes. 

Then, in January 2009, History teacher, Shane Foley, of the Gaspé Polyvalent, invited Gaspé Cegep professors into his History class for a morning.  This activity permitted the Cegep Profs to experiment hands-on, what the new learning context that their future students will bring with them into Cegep next fall. 

This January 2010 meeting was the final phase in this preparation for the incoming cohort next Fall.  A final phase …  but …we hope,  a beginning to future collaborative projects between ESSB schools and the Cégep de la Gaspésie.
