Bird Nesting Boxes

Students from Belle Anse School, Gaspe Elementary, Gaspe High School and 2 French schools in the region were part of a grassroots community based learning project that culminated in building nesting boxes for woodland ducks and the Eastern Bluebird.  The project allowed students to learn about their local habitat, math skills through putting together the boxes and facilitated collaboration between the English and French communities.  Cross-curricular areas of learning include: health and well-being, environmental awareness, citizenship and community life.  The project was in partnership with the Barachois Interpretation Centre and the Nature Conservancy of Canada. The bird nesting boxes were made possible from local donations of material, a professional development grant and the tireless efforts of Mr. Peter Ross (Vision Gaspe-Perce Now).
