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Introduction to CLC

The Mecatina Community Learning Center was established in January, 2007. It is situated in Mecatina School in the community of La Tabatiere. Soon after it began, community members and organizations came together to form a steering committee.  The group created a vision, mission and action plan for the CLC and since that time partners have worked together to provide programs and activities to meet the goals developed therein. 

The Mecatina CLC’s vision is to encourage life-long learning by providing sustainable, safe and motivating opportunities in collaboration with contributing partners, thereby maintaining and improving quality of life within the community.

The Mecatina CLC’s mission is to be a collaborative organization comprised of united partners working toward the development of sustainable opportunities which promote life-long learning.
By working together the partners strive to maintain and develop quality educational, cultural, linguistic, socio-economic, sports and leisure, entrepreneurial-career, & health services/activities which respond to the diverse needs of the community at large.
The Mecatina CLC recognizes the future potential of the community it serves, and promotes the effective use of local skills and resources, thereby evoking a sense of enthusiasm and pride for the community in which we live.  

Some of the services provided by the Mecatina CLC include the following activities and programs: Tele-health sessions, parent workshops, early literacy workshops, PACE pre-school program, library animator, Girl Guides, GM Times newsletter, Choir, Guitar Lessons, etc... 
A satellite site will be implemented in St Lawrence School next year in order to provide similar programs and services to the students and community members of neighboring Mutton Bay.      
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Evaluation

Objectives
The main objectives of the evaluation report were:

· Student engagement and success

· Program satisfaction

· Future growth and development

Methodology
The data sources used for this report were both quantitative and qualitative.  Some methods that were used to collect data for the report were parent questionnaires, student surveys, and end of activity evaluations, focus groups, follow-up phone calls, interviews, teacher testimonials and participation records.  See appendix B for sample parent survey.
Analysis of Findings

Literacy Initiatives

The literacy activities evaluated for this report consisted of Family Literacy Celebrations, Youth Reading Circles, Born to Read, and Books on Wheels.  
Included in the Family Literacy Celebrations were National Family Day, Canadian Children’s Book Week, and Family Literacy Day. There was an average of 66% participation for all activities. It was noted that there was an extraordinary number of parents participating at these events with 53% of student families represented.  The feedback from parents and students show that, overall, they are pleased with the activities as offered.  The general consensus expressed by parents is “I like spending time with my children while doing fun activities that also involve learning.” Elementary students commented that it is “a fun activity that can be done with family” while the secondary students say it appealed to them for the simple fact that “the game was about music with cool songs”. 
The youth reading circles consist of Snuggle Buddies (0-4 years with an intergenerational aspect), Book Bug Club (K-3), Book Chat Club (Gr. 4-6), and Teen Zone (Secondary). The youth reading circles had an average of 23% participation rate for all activities.  The attendance data reflects that participation was 

higher in the elementary levels than it was in secondary. Elementary students indicated that “reading good stories and doing crafts and fun activities” were what motivated them to attend while secondary students enjoyed “going with friends and the music theme”

Born to Read is an annual event that promotes the gift of reading to the very youngest of children and has been taking place for the past three years. Results from the follow-up telephone interviews indicate that 83% of the participants replied that they are spending more time singing and reading to their child since attending the program, and realizing the importance of literacy in Early Childhood Development.

Seniors from the community participate in the Snuggle Buddies reading circle and the Books on Wheels Program. During the interviews with the Books on Wheels participants, 100% of the seniors said that they “enjoyed the program and having the books delivered, accompanied by a nice visit”.  They also indicated that the amount of time they spent reading has increased since joining the program and hopefully the service would continue. 
Based on the responses collected from the questionnaires, the impact of the literacy activities can be seen in the number of times people are reading.  For example, parents and children are reading 4-12 times a week on average, either alone or with their child(ren), for a period of 20 minutes each time.  In addition, 83% responded that the literacy activities offered provide an opportunity for them to be more involved into their children’s learning.  Furthermore, the data showed that 66% of the respondents (parents and students) are currently borrowing books from the library.

Lunch Time Programs
The lunch time programs offered consisted of Guitar Lessons (K and up including adults), Games Club (Gr. 1-4), and Write-On (Gr. 5 and up). All three activities took place throughout the year.  Survey results showed that 47% of all the students participated in one or more of the lunch time activities. 
The Write On program saw a regular participation of approximately 5 students each time it was offered.  Elementary students stated that they were motivated to participate in the Write-On activity because they “liked writing” while secondary students grabbed the opportunity “to get school work done”.  Parents were pleased that their child(ren) was provided “an opportunity to work on class writing assignments or to develop their own writing creativity”.
Participation records showed that 13 out of 17 students that were eligible to participate in the Game Club took part consistently every 2nd week that it was offered.  The students indicated that they were motivated to attend simply because they “enjoy playing games with their friends”.  Parents found it was a good “opportunity to socialize while working on their sportsmanship”.

On average, 11 out of 60 students, plus 2 adults, took part in the Guitar Lessons.  The lessons were provided by a secondary student and took place 2 times a week. Parent feedback was very positive as indicated by this remark; “my child learned a lot throughout the lessons and had lots of respect for the instructor”.  The impact of learning to play a musical instrument can be summed up by the following students’ statement: “I feel good to be able to play guitar”.  The majority of participants signed up for the 2 sessions, 3 months each, which indicated a satisfaction with the program offered.

After School Programs
The after school programs evaluated for this report are comprised of a variety of activities in 3 different areas: arts, sports, and extended learning.  The programs were offered to various groups ranging from kindergarten to secondary.  

The arts activities were offered to students from all levels, kindergarten through secondary. The photography (Gr. 3 and up) and drama programs (K and up) were given for a period of 6 -8 weeks while choir (Gr.1 and up) ran throughout the year for its 2nd year.  Overall after school arts programs showed a participation rate of 55% of all students having attended one or more activities.  The actual number of participants appear relativity small for some programs, however, the programs are still very successful. For example, the photography program had only 7 participants but a regular attendance rate of 94.4%. Overall, parents found that the arts programs played a role in their child(ren)’s success by “building self esteem and confidence”, and “promoting commitment and responsibility”.

The sport programs evaluated in this report included volleyball (secondary), badminton (Gr. 2-4), and floor hockey (Gr. 1 and up). The floor hockey took place during the Fall and Spring while volleyball and badminton continued throughout the year. These programs are quite popular and take place each school year.  Overall, the participation rate for 2009/2010 was 50% of all students.  Students indicated that they were motivated to participate for the “fun” and to do “activities with friends”.  The majority of students attended the activities more than 13 times. Parents indicated that they were satisfied with the activities because they provided “a healthy lifestyle and well-being” in their children. 

The extended learning program consisted of a homework center service held each afternoon from Monday to Friday from 3:00-4:00 pm for secondary, and 2-3 times a week for elementary.  On average, 11 out of 58 students were participating on any given day.  It was noted by the homework supervisors that 53% of students were able to complete their homework assignments for the following day, while others were working on long term projects.  The supervisors also noted that students were primarily working on Math and French.  One student pointed out that homework centre “helps me get my work done, especially Math”.  A parent commented that the homework center was beneficial in that ”it helped my child a few times with homework where I couldn’t help her.  It was really helpful.”  In an interview with the math teacher she stated that “overall, it helps maintain the average of the average students; however, it is a significant help for students who might not have assistance available at home to get their homework completed.  In these cases, the homework center plays a significant role in improving grades and helping students succeed. However, a remedial math class for students at risk would be beneficial as well.”

French Second Language
The French Second Language programs evaluated consisted of French Homework Help and the French for the Future trip.  On average, 5 out of 58 students attended the French Homework Help which was held twice per week, on Tuesday and Thursday, from 3:00-4:00 pm for Grade 1 and up.  At one time or another, 57% of the students eligible attended the sessions for help. It was noted by the French homework supervisor that the majority of students attending were in the grade levels of 5 and up. When asked if the program was helping them become a better student in French class most students replied “yes” and one remarked “I get better marks and understand better”.  In and interview with the FSL teacher she commented that “The majority (95%) of the students that attend the FSL homework centre come to class with homework completed. In addition to that, when they attend consistently to work one on one with the homework supervisor an improvement in marks is evident.  The presence of the homework center gives me, as a teacher, the option to focus on one particular grade each day for classroom help after school knowing that the other levels still have a place to go for help.”

French for the Future was an initiative that took place over a 2 year period culminating in a trip to Quebec City.  Eighteen out of forty one students took part in this unique experience.  Students, parents and staff worked together in order to make this trip possible.  The effort was definitely worth it according to the benefits described in the following feedback from the students and parents.

One of the major impacts of the French for the Future trip is that the students have gained an appreciation of the value of learning the French language. The following testimonial from the French teacher supports this; “I noticed impacts before, during and after the trip.  Before leaving the students seemed to put extra effort in practicing to speak French. During the trip, I was amazed to see them ordering their meals in French and verifying with me beforehand in order to pronounce the words correctly.  After they returned to class I observed that because of their new life experience the kids could make connections to things when reading their class texts and workbooks.  This new life experience in particular helped them develop their ideas during ‘INTERAGIR’ to speak about, or make reference to, what they experienced and saw, therefore, resulting in better marks.  Overall, they developed a higher self-esteem and self-confidence, and became more well-rounded individuals. “

Adult Programs
The adult programs evaluated for this report consisted of parent workshops and yoga classes.  Over the past 2 years approximately 8 parent workshops were offered with an average of 4 participants per workshop.  A general overall satisfaction with the workshops was expressed, with 3 out of 4 participants rating them very good to excellent.  In general, participants enjoyed the workshops that involved completing activities and provided useful aides to bring home. In reference to one of the workshops, a parent stated, ”it was informative and beneficial to me, I feel that if you can leave the session even just having learned one thing there, well it was worth attending”.

The adult yoga classes began in January and will continue to run into next year.  There were 6 regular participants who attended more than thirteen times each.  All of the participants rated the yoga classes very good to excellent.  The feedback given on the survey indicated that they were motivated to attend for a variety of reasons; fitness, socialization, and well being. The classes were enjoyed for the fact they were “relaxing for the mind” and provided “low impact exercise for the body”. 


Intergeneration Programs
The intergenerational programs evaluated consisted of the Community Quilt Project which developed into a Craft Corner and the Snuggle Buddies reading circle (see Literacy Iniatives). Fourteen out of forty one students participated in the initiatives (not including Snuggle Buddies) along with 10 adults and seniors.  Eleven out of twenty participants attended more than 13 times, and 100% of them said that they enjoyed such activities particularly because they could “learn traditional skills” and have the “opportunity to create things”.  





Program Satisfaction

Overall students and community members are pleased with the activities and programs offered in collaboration with the CLC. As shown in the chart below the majority of the programs are rated well above 70% on the scale of good to excellent as indicated by students, parents, and community members who participate in these activities.
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Conclusion

Mecatina CLC has developed consistently since its introduction in 2007. Many important partnerships have been formed and community involvement has flourished allowing to CLC to provide an increasing number of quality programs in an increasingly sustainable way.  Community members have taken an increasingly active role in the development and delivery of these activities and programs.  These initiatives are working to fulfill the goals set out in the CLC action plan. Every student has been touched by one or more of the programs offered. In addition, community members of all ages are also able to benefit from the activities that are designed to educate, promote a healthier life-style, and further develop artistic endeavors. 

Overall, the CLC is making a significant impact in the school and community it serves by providing opportunities to encourage life-long learning and student success.

Recommendations

In order to ensure continued student engagement and success, program satisfaction, and the future growth and development of Mecatina CLC, continued program development in collaboration with partner and community involvement is imperative. In general, results show that the majority of students and many community members are engaged in the CLC programs, and there is an overall satisfaction with the programs as offered.  However, in order to enhance learning and program satisfaction some students and parents offered the following suggestions; an increase in music related activities and opportunities, increased frequency and extended durations of programs, additional resource persons for extended learning activities, and more students taking leadership roles.  The CLC will strive to meet the needs expressed by the participants of its current programs as well as continue to develop new initiatives, along with partners, that will engage an increasing number of community members.  Mecatina CLC will also expand to assist a feeder school in the neighboring community of Mutton Bay to become a satellite CLC thereby both schools and communities can benefit from CLC initiatives.
