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Creating a Warhol-style image using Photoshop
1. Launch Photoshop.

2. Open a photo.
3. Save the photo under a new name (e.g., judith_pop.jpg).
4. Create a new layer: Click on the “Window” drop-down menu and then on “Layers.” By default your photo is on the “Background” layer. Double-click on this layer to give it a new name and click on “OK.”
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5. Reframe the photo (optional): Depending on your photo, you may want to reframe it to make sure you are centered in the picture and to get rid of any background items you don’t want in your final photo. From the basic toolbox, choose the “Crop Tool.” Move your cursor to one corner of the photo, hold down the mouse and slide the cursor over the image until the photo has been reframed to your liking. Right-click on the photo and select “Crop.”
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6. Turn your photo into a black-and-white image: Click on the “Image” drop-down menu, then on “Adjustments” and then on “Hue/Saturation.” Minimize the saturation by moving the slider to the far left and click on “OK.”
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Cut out the photo: In the “Filter” drop-down menu, choose “Artistic,” then “Cutout.” The effect is applied automatically to your photo and a preview is shown. If you wish, you can further adjust the details and contour lines of the photo by moving the “Number of Levels,” “Edge Simplicity” and “Edge Fidelity” sliders to the left or right. Click on “OK” once you are done.
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8. Change the contrast: Click on the “Image” drop-down menu, then on “Adjustments” and then on “Brightness/Contrast.” Adjust the brightness and contrast levels as desired and click on “OK.”
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9. Erase the image’s lighter areas: From the basic toolbox, choose the “Magic Wand.” Use it to click on the lighter areas in your photo. The wand will define the area chosen with a blinking dotted line. Erase the area by pressing on the Delete button on your keyboard.




10. Create new layers: Create additional layers by clicking on the “Create a new layer” icon on the bottom right-hand corner of the “Layers” window. Make sure the layer your photo is on is at the top by clicking on it (it will turn blue, meaning you have selected it) and dragging it to the top of the other layers.




11. Draw coloured shapes:
A) Click on a layer the photo is not on. Then click on the “Polygonal Lasso” tool in the basic toolbox.




B) Draw a closed shape by clicking at each corner of the shape you are drawing. Click back at the first point to close the shape or double-click and it will close automatically. A blinking line will appear around the shape once it is closed.







C) Click on “Set foreground color” on the basic toolbox to open the “Color Picker” window.



D) To select a colour, first click on the colour spectrum to select a hue. Next click within the large square to select a colour variation within that hue. Click on “OK” once you are satisfied with your choice.





E) Select the “Paint Bucket Tool” on the basic toolbox and then click in the shape you created. Now it looks like a coloured paper cutout under a transparent photo.





12. Repeat step 11 to add different colours. Remember to select a different layer each time you add a new colour. Create new layers if required. Your final product should look something like this:


13. Modify the height and width of the photo (optional): Depending on what you will do with your new photo (print, poster, email), you may want to resize the image. In the “Image” drop-down menu, click on “Image Size.” Choose the desired dimensions and resolution. A resolution of 150 is good.
