What is my goal in relation to this situation?


What prior knowledge do I bring to the situation?


What knowledge will I need to construct?


Do I understand how I will be assessed and evaluated during and at the end of this LES?�
Presents the learning situation: educational aim and guiding question; outline of learning activities; complex task; and, product or outcome expected.


Together with students, discusses evaluation for and of learning during this LES – i.e. student-centered learning.�

Students brainstorm what they will need to learn in order to contribute to a discussion about the use of natural resources in any field of interest. 


Students categorize their brainstorming session and organize categories based on content/resources and process.


Individually, students select the career or field of interest they will explore during this career exploration process.�
Together with students, creates an evaluation rubric for this LES. 


Teacher facilitates and supports: brainstorming session; categorization of topics; writing short descriptive phrases for each stage of competency development; ensures shared understanding of descriptions; posts rubric in classroom.
