	The influence of ideas on cultural expression: Cultural expressions are essentially expressions of ideas.  They are influenced by imperialism, capitalism, socialism, agriculture, nationalism, secularism, the cooperative movement, fascism, Americanism, neoliberalism, Aborginalism.
Forms of expression or cultural activities related to:

Imperialism: The influence of imperialism on culture.
· Spread of the British ideas (imperialists) in newspapers and stories.

· Founding of the newspaper Le Devoir to protest against imperialism.

Concepts: CULTURE, identity, society.

Capitalism: The influence of capitalism on ideas and culture.
· Construction of buildings (homes, corporate head offices) by capitalists who form part of our architectural heritage.

· Diffusion of capitalist ideas (principles of private property) through the mainstream press owned by businessmen.

· Appearance of literary works that depict economic disparities (Bonheur d'occasion, Les Plouffe ...).

Socialism: The influence of socialism on ideas and culture..
· Questioning the spread of capitalism through labour movements, student movements and in independent magazines.

· Valorisation of rural, community et parish life in novels (Un homme et son péché, Maria Chapdeleine, Le Survenant, Menaud, Maître Draveur, etc.)

English-Canadian Nationalism:

Spread of ideas via arts and literature  (Centaur theatre, Irving Layton, Leonard Cohen, The Two Solitudes, etc.)

Neo-nationalism starting in the 1960s and spread by the artists (Gilles Vigneault, Félix Leclerc, Paul Piché,  Les Séguins, Harmonium, Beau Dommage, etc.).

Laicism: The influence of laicism on ideas and culture.
· Denunciation by artists and intellectuals (Le Refus Global, Revue Cité libre, Les insolences du frère untel) of the grip of the Catholic Church in all spheres of society.

· Development of a new style of artistic creation that more closely represented real life and that distanced itself from a more traditional style imposed by the Church  (use of « joual » local street French language in works such as  les Belles sœurs by Michel Tremblay).

Cooperatism: The influence of cooperatism on ideas.
· Birth of different groups who favoured equality and collaboration (American Unions like the Knights of Labor, the Caisses populaires, Catholic Union of Cultivators).

Fascism: The influence of fascism on ideas.

· Small-scale dissemination of fascist ideas from Europe (Adrien Arcand, journalist and head of the  Parti National social chrétien [Christian National Socialist Party] spreads his ideas in newspapers).

Feminism: The influence of  feminism on ideas and culture.

· Denonciation of the role of the Church in the oppression of women and of inequality with men.  Claim for the same rights as men through plays (Les fées ont soif), in feminist magazines, by feminist artists (Pauline Julien, etc.).

Concepts: CULTURE, education, society, identity.

Americanism: The influence of Americanism on ideas and culture.

· Emergence of American cultural trends: dance (charleston), music (jazz) and spread of American culture through films, radio and télévision.

· To counter American influences, the church spreads ideas of traditional Catholic culture through music (la bonne chanson), media and education.

· Influence of American culture through the media.

Concepts: CULTURE, identity, society, art, education.

Neoliberalism: The influence of neoliberalism on ideas.

· Advocating the removal of the state in various spheres of society.

· Active opposition to socialist groups wanting to maintain intervention of the state.

Aboriginalism: The influence of Aboriginalism on ideas and culture.

· Claims for ancestral rights and recognition of aboriginal identity through tradition culture (writings, language, music, éducation, etc).

	OFFICIAL POWER AND COUNTERVAILING POWERS
The relationship between interest groups and official power.

	Power relations between Church and state: Reciprocal influence.
· The British North America Act assigns powers to the provinces in the domain of social services. The clergy use its influence with the government to keep its grip on the population through these sectors, the Duplessis government uses the influence of the Church over the population to remain in power.  As of the Quiet Revolution the influence of the Church begins to decline.
Concepts: POWER, interest, influence, institution, state, society.

Power relations between financial circles and the state: Reciprocal influence. 
· Involvement of businessmen in politics facilitates access to grants, laws and regulations in favour of companies and banks

· The practice of funding of political parties by businessmen causes scandals and a denunciation of patronage.

· From 1960, the state takes control of certain sectors of the economy, subsidizes Quebec companies and recognizes the rights of employees

Concepts:  POWER, interest, influence, state, society, rights.

Power relations between Native peoples and the state: The power relationship.
· Native peoples submitted to the Indian Act since 1876 (establishment of native reserves). In the 1960s, they staked claims in court.

· James Bay and Northern Québec Agreement (1975) grants more political powers to the Cree and Inuit; the repatriation of the Constitution (1982) formally recognizes certain aboriginal rights without ending their claims, The Peace of the Brave (2002) recognizes their rights on their territory in exchange for financial compensation for the exploitation of natural resources.

Power relations between union movements and the state: The power relationship..
· First strikes and partial legalization of unions (1872), implantation of American unions (1880).  Royal Commission on the relations between capital and labour (from 1886 to 1889).  Union demands regarding health and safety and laws (C.S.S.T.), for the protection of children (laws on public education, on the minimum working age of children), union struggle to ensure a   minimum salary to workers, women, elders (unemployment law, welfare, minimum wage in 1945, old-age pensions and pay equity.).

· Anti-Labour Laws: Padlock Law (1937), right to strike, use of police against the strikers.

· 1944: Adoption of the Labour Relations Act, 1964 Labour Code recognizes the right to strike to all workers..
· 1972: Strike of united front.

Power relations between  feminist movements and the state: Reciprocal influence.
· Foundation of the National Council of Women (1893); actions of the suffragettes.

· 1961: electing the first woman to the Legislative Assembly of Quebec (Marie-Claire Kirland-Casgrain).

· 1964: 16, which ended the legal incapacity of married women.

· 1965: Foundation of the Federation des femmes du Quebec (revised Civil Code, establishment of maternity leave, decriminalization of abortion, equality (in theory) of men and women); 1996: law on pay equity is adopted.

Power relations between the media and the state: Reciprocal influence.
· In the 19th century, control of newspapers by political parties (propaganda).

· In the early 20th century, dissemination of political views by newspapers (eg, Le Devoir); the 20th century, dissemination of mass information through radio and television: influences on public opinion, politicians used media for their image and to promote their parties.

· The media is for many the 4th power.
Concepts: POWER, interest, influence, state, institution.

Power relations between linguistic groups and the state: Reciprocal influence.
· Since 1867: Dominance of English in business and politics and protection of the English minority in Quebec in the constitution.

· Religious and linguistic character of the education system; Since the 1970s, disagreement between immigrants and French-speaking Quebecers about the place of French in education.

· 1974: Bill 22 proclaimed French the only official language in Quebec (which limits access to English schools); 1977: the law 101 gives the French language priority (Charte de la langue française).
· On several occasions the courts invalidate the provisions of the Charter of the French language and the Government needed to introduce amendments.

Power relations between nationalist movements and the state: The power relationship.
· Late 19th century and early 20th century: the conflict between French-Canadian nationalists and imperialists influence the adoption of certain laws (eg Conscription).
· 1960: birth of the neo-nationalism and claims and struggles for the independence of Quebec (M.S.A., R.I.N., P.Q.).
· 1970: October Crisis (FLQ) and repression with implementation of the War Measures Act.

· Election of the P.Q. (1976), referendum (1980), constitutional negotiations , repatriation of the constitution (1982),  Lake Meech Accord (1987),  Charlottetown Accord and pan-Canadian referendum (1992); return to power of the P.Q. (1994), referendum (1995), law on referendum clarity, sponsorship scandal and recognition of Quebec as a nation by the federal (2006).

Power relations between environmentalist groups and the state: Reciprocal influence.
· Since 1970, pressure from environmental groups (measures and laws to protect the environment) and their impact on the population via the media influences public policy. 1970: Creation of the Ministry of Environment Quebec.

· 2002: ratification of the Kyoto Protocol by Canada.

· Environmental movements present in Quebec: Greenpeace, the Green Party, l’Action Boréale, etc.

Concepts: POWER, interest, influence, institution, state.

Power relations between movements for social justice and the state: Reciprocal influence.
· Early 20th century, associated with communism, union movements and feminism.

· 1930: the depression brings about the creation of many charity groups and aid organizations.

· Pressure they exert on the government contributes to adoption of laws and different measures intended to protect the average citizen (Commission des normes du travail, Régie du Logement, etc.).
