	Immigration policies: Policies to promote immigration.
· From 1763, British immigration.

· From 1791, measures to encourage immigration (granting of land to shipping and railroad companies, immigration agents coming to the aid of immigrants in 1828).

· 1812: laws discouraging American immigration in Upper Canada.

· 1840: Colonial Land and Emigration Commission and permanent immigration office in London.

· Propaganda to encourage immigration.

British Immigration: The impact of the arrival of British immigrants on the formation of the population and settlement of territory.
· Arrival of British merchants in cities (not enough to change the composition of the population).

· After 1815, waves of Irish immigration,  Scottish and English also but mostly in cities.
