	The influence of ideas on cultural expression: Forms of cultural expression are essentially expressions of different ideas.  They were influenced by the Divine Right of kings, Catholicism, and by the independent spirit and adaptability of the Canadiens.

The Divine Right of Kings: The influence of the notion of the Divine Right of Kings on the ideas and culture under the French Regime.
· Absolute power of the king (in principal).

· The Kings oversees cultural events.

· The King exercises control over the Church.
