Read the resolution and use the suggested points carefully to form arguments in a debate.

	“Be it resolved that our environmental problems started with the Agricultural Revolution and the shift from a hunting and food-gathering economy to a sedentary  farming economy.”

FOR:  Nomadic Algonquins gathered food, and maintained a small environmentally friendly population.  Sedentary Iroquois cultivated food and experienced overpopulation in our area. For example, Hochelaga (Montreal) had many thousands of people in 1534, but all had died out by 1608.
 

AGAINST: The nomadic Natives lived precariously and often died of starvation. Farming was a more reliable source of food than food-gathering and hunting and led to technological advances. The nomadic Natives killed off the NA horse and mammoth, so we should not romanticize their environmental activities.
