“Be it resolved that the growth of the Internet poses a danger to the development of Canadian as well as Quebec’s culture and character.” 

FOR:  Having two official languages (English and French) is a characteristic of Canada, and the Internet, largely in English, especially endangers French.  Americanisms endanger Canadian English, so both language groups are threatened. Hollywood on the Internet is a major threat to both cultures in Canada. 
AGAINST:  The Internet is a major educational and cultural tool that we cannot stop. Both groups benefit, especially the French-speaking sector of Canada, which is linked to the rest of the French-speaking world. While the Internet is mostly English now, over time, there will have more French content. We cannot prevent the march of technology. Canadians are pioneers on the internet and sell goods this way (prescription drugs are sold to Americans).
