“Be it resolved that new immigrants be recruited for Canada’s rural areas more than for its metropolitan areas.”

FOR:  Canada needs people, such as doctors, in the outlying districts, not in the urban areas. The cities are becoming divorced from a countryside which is being depopulated, and the major cities are becoming overcrowded. We should seek qualified people anxious to live in rural not urban areas. 
AGAINST:  Canada is too dispersed anyway. We are the second largest country on earth. We should be encouraging people to move away from remote areas because it is too expensive to service them. There is little work in rural areas, and we would only be creating higher unemployment there. It is unfair to force immigrants to places with little in the way of modern services. This policy would deter much needed immigrants and the skills they bring.
