	Activity 2 Debate scenarios, instructions and scripts

Read the scenarios, choose a debate motion, then use the information from Activity 1 timeline reading and the suggested points below to carefully to form arguments in a debate.


	 
Pretend that it is 1608 and that we are native people living around the St. Lawrence river.

Motion  1 :    Be it resolved that we welcome Champlain to settle here.
Prepare both sides of this debate including ideas such as:

For the Motion  (We need their goods, metal, technology/we can trade with inland tribes,be richer)             

Against the Motion (They may become too powerful for us/ their goods such as alcohol are dangerous)

OR……………………

Pretend it is 1611 and that we are Algonquians. 
Use the example of Hudson as opposed to Champlain to debate: 
Motion  2 :  “Be it resolved that we allow Europeans to explore not settle here.”

(i.e. We should trade with them, (Hudson)/we can’t stop them exploring etc. vs No harm with a few settlers (Champlain)/ are allies against the Iroquois etc.)

IF WE WANT TO USE MODERN KNOWLEDGE AND LOOK BACK WITH HINDSIGHT:
Motion  3 :    “Be it resolved that Champlain & Hudson brought environmental disaster.”
FOR: (Google, use Wikipedia, for A.W. Crosby’s  The Columbian Exchange : Jared Diamond’s Guns, Germs, Steel). The biological and cultural consequences of the European invasion killed people, plants and animals. Passenger pigeons are now extinct and few bison/buffalo remain. 
AGAINST: The NA Continent could not remain isolated from other humans. Champlain and Hudson were only some of many settlers and explorers. NA could not remain permanently isolated from the guns, germs and steel of Europeans.
