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Note: Teacher guides and blackline masters accompany many of the video programs. As well as video programs, you can access songs, images (drawings and photographs) quizzes, lesson pans and more in VoDZone.

Video programs are available for viewing in two formats: by streaming or by downloading to a hard drive, DVD, etc. A streamed program resides on an Internet server and is just “passing through” your computer as you watch it. A program you have downloaded is one you have copied and stored on the storage device of your choice – your computer hard drive, a DVD, a USB key, etc.

Streaming is useful to preview programs; for a classroom presentation you would probably want the security of having a downloaded program on hand.

VoDZone programs can be viewed in their entirety (“full video”). Most are also available divided into segments which feature key ideas. These segments, lasting from several seconds to several minutes, may convey exactly the information needed for a learning situation, and thus be more useful than the whole program.

The search engine enables you to access programs. You can access any program listed in this document * by entering the title in the search box and clicking the  search  button.

The video title, other pertinent information, (descriptions, segments, teacher guides, etc.) and related video suggestions will appear in a menu.  Click the underlined title (a hyperlink) to access the video.  The menu may suggest other resources that are relevant to the learning situation

Note that when you make an entry in the search box, a drop-down menu offers options to help you zero in on the appropriate video or other resource. In the “Services” box select “DE Streaming” (i.e. VoDZone) and not  “All Services”.

You may also wish to locate resources by using the key word search function on the left side of the page.   “Narrow My Search” allows you to enter a theme word (e.g. “anger”)  and then drill down by subject area, by grade level, by media type (e.g. a video, a song, an image, etc)  until you arrive at the resource that fits your needs.

The advanced search is an even more refined “drill-down” feature, accessed by clicking on “advanced search” under the search box.  The steps in this process are easy to follow.

Note 1: The videos listed in this document have been chosen from among the programs suggested as relevant for grades k-2 by discovery education streaming. Please verify that an individual program is appropriate for your class.  On rare occasions programs are listed as relevant for k-2, 3-5.

Note 2: You will see many programs with this symbol in the listing: EDIT. This means that portions of the program may be incorporated into teacher or student media productions – a PowerPoint presentation, a movie or other multimedia presentation. Visit the VoDZone education / discovery education streaming website for more information.

Note 3: Occasionally the word “classic” appears in a listing. It means the program was produced several years ago. In most cases classic programs, especially animated films, still look up-to-date.

Note 4: All the programs listed in this document are available as “full videos.” Almost all of them are also available divided into segments according to their main ideas.

All Fit Series
15 ( 15 min. programs   Grades: K-2   Teacher's Guide EDIT
This video series featuring the engaging and enthusiastic Slim Goodbody, promotes sound eating and exercise principles. Slim helps youngsters fight obesity and improve their fitness levels while teaching anatomy and personal responsibility.

All Fit: All Fit Workout
A vigorous non-stop fitness workout is good for your body and can make you feel great!

All Fit: Balance
Balance means controlling your muscles so you can maintain your body position even though the force of gravity is always trying to pull you down.

All Fit: Body Composition

You need a certain amount of fat in your body, just as you need muscles and bones. But it has to be the right proportion – not too much and not too little. That's called good body composition.

All Fit: Posture

Posture means the way you hold your body when you are standing, walking, sitting, and even lying down. With proper posture you can move with ease and grace. When you hold yourself well, you will feel and look better too.

All Fit: Speed and Power
The ability to move quickly and with strength involves speed and power. This program gives suggestions for becoming faster and more powerful.

All Fit: Strength and Endurance
Strength is the most force you can exert at any one time. Endurance means your muscles can keep working without getting tired. You need to develop strength and endurance to become All Fit.

All Fit: Stress and Relaxation

There are always demands being places on us … challenges that cause a certain amount of natural wear and tear on our bodies and minds. These demands and challenges can cause stress.

All Fit: Training Principles
There are natural laws that guide the way your body becomes fit. These are called training principles and by following them your body is bound to grow stronger and healthier.

All Fit: Warm-Up/Cool-Down
You have to get your body ready for action. That means warming up your muscles, joints, and heart before you start an activity. After the workout is over, a cool-down activity is great for returning your body to its normal state.

The Number Crew

The Number Crew is a series designed to help 5 to 7 year olds in their development of math concepts.  The crew of the luxury cruise ship the SS Mathematical takes care of twenty charming but demanding animal passengers. In each episode the Number Crew encounters a mathematical problem that needs to be solved. Viewers are encouraged to join with the Number Crew in identifying the mathematical concept at the heart of the problem, and developing the mental strategies and skills required to solve it. One of the programs merges math and fitness, and relates to Competency One, “To Perform Sensorimotor Actions Effectively in Different Contexts.”

The Number Crew: Fit Club

The Number Crew improves the passengers’ fitness. The passengers are getting out of shape so Bradley organizes a Fit Club to get them all exercising. The passengers don't understand the words for positions and directions though, so things are not going well.

Mental Energizer

1 ( 13 min.   Grades: K-2 EDIT
Exercise increases glucose to the brain, which makes it easier for kids to learn. Energize your students' brains with these fun, easy-to-follow physical activities, and stimulate learning in your class. Just follow along to participate in three short routines.

Competency 2: To Affirm His or Her Personality

Learning About Honesty (A Sunburst Title)

1 ( 18 min.   Grades: K-2 EDIT
Honesty is one of the building blocks of good character, but most young children aren't sure what it is and are unable to connect specific behaviours to honesty. To help viewers develop an understanding of truth and honesty, this program uses the "Truth Fairy" to present age-appropriate situations so that children can explore the issues involved and decide the right thing to do.

You Can Solve a Problem (A Sunburst Title)

1 ( 16 min.   Grades: K-2   Teacher’s Guide + Blackline Masters + Quiz EDIT
When young children are faced with a problem, they often have no idea how to even begin to find a solution. Guided by problem-solving expert Professor Pickle, youngsters discover that asking the questions, “What’s the problem?” “What can I do about it?” and “What will happen?” helps them break a problem down into smaller, more manageable pieces and makes finding a solution possible. The last segment explains that asking a grown-up for help with a problem may be another solution. A catchy song and real-life vignettes make learning these skills fun.

Responsible Me (A Sunburst Title)

1 ( 18 min.   Grades: K-2   Teacher’s Guide + Quiz EDIT
Challenges the youngest students to learn and practice what responsibility means. Using appealing vignettes and a music video, a toy store owner host and his puppet assistant explain that being responsible isn't easy. Makes clear that when you show you can be counted on, do a job without being told, see a job through, and own up when you're wrong, you can then call yourself, "Responsible Me!"

I Can Be Responsible! (A Sunburst Title)

1 ( 28 min.   Grades: K-2   Teacher’s Guide + Quiz EDIT
This program uses true-to-life situations, captivating animated characters, and lively songs, to challenge children to decide on responsible courses of action. I Can Be Responsible! gives children a fun-filled forum in which to consider questions of personal responsibility: taking care of themselves; helping out at home, keeping up in school; being a responsible friend. The program helps children begin to set a standard of responsible behaviour for themselves.

Let Me Choose! Making Decisions (A Sunburst Title)

1 ( 13 min.   Grades: K-2   Teacher’s Guide + Quiz EDIT
When children are able to choose for themselves, their self-esteem soars. But while some choices are easy, others can prove difficult. Noting that making good decisions takes thought and practice this program helps students feel confident in saying "Let me choose!". It shows them how to evaluate their options, predict outcomes, and think about consequences before making a choice.

Yes, I Can! Building Self-Confidence (A Sunburst Title)

1 ( 14 min.   Grades: K-2   Teacher’s Guide + Quiz EDIT
This video presents a series of stories about kids, showing how they can learn to do things and feel good about themselves. Persistence and practice are presented as the cornerstones to building self-confidence.

Everybody Makes Mistakes (A Sunburst Title)

1 ( 14 min.   Grades: K-2   Teacher’s Guide + Quiz EDIT
This program helps the youngest students understand that everybody makes mistakes. It features scenarios viewers can easily relate to. This lively music video makes it clear that it's okay to seek help when fix a mistake, that some mistakes can't be fixed, but also that you can usually learn from a mistake and try again.

Life Skills 101

1 ( 15 min.   Grades: K-2*   Teacher’s Guide + Quiz EDIT
Life Skills 101 provides lessons for developing fundamental building blocks of social skills, civility, and character.  Slim Goodbody helps children explore health-supporting life skills such as decision making, goal setting, self-management, passing on health information to others and assessing the health value of products promoted in the media.  The series also promotes communication skills such as listening and expressing needs, wants, and feelings.

Life Skills 101: Active Listening

The program begins with the "Life Skills 101 Song." Then the teacher, Mrs. Peterson, tells the students that today they will learn to become better listeners. She points out that listening is one of the most important ways to get information from other people – information you can use to stay healthy. Without good listening skills, people wouldn’t really be able to communicate very well.

Life Skills 101: Dealing With Stress

The program begins with the "Life Skills 101 Song". Then the teacher, Mrs. Peterson, greets the children, and announces that she has a surprise for them — a test! She then asks students to reflect on how hearing about the test made them feel. The program focuses on recognizing and dealing with stress. The program helps students develop skills to manage and release stress in ways that keep the mind and body healthy.

Life Skills 101: Problems and Choices

The program begins with the "Life Skills 101 Song." Then Mrs. Peterson tells the students that today the class will be learning about making decisions—all kinds of decisions, big ones and small ones. As the class members identify recent decisions that they have made, Mrs. Peterson points out that not everyone gets to make the same kind of decisions. The program helps students learn four basic decision-making steps: Stop, Think, Act, Review.

Life Skills 101: Speaking Your Mind

The program begins with the "Life Skills 101 Song." Then the teacher, Mrs. Peterson, greets the children, and announces that the topic for today is to consider ways to express your wants, thoughts, and feelings to someone else, in an open and direct way that will get him or her to listen to what you say. With this, she turns to a video featuring Slim Goodbody. “Speaking Your Mind” helps students learn assertive communication skills that help them express their thought and feelings in an open, direct way.

Life Skills 101: Media Wise [* Note: This program about analyzing advertising persuasion  techniques is listed for Grades 3-5 as well as for K-2.]  The program opens with the "Life Skills 101 Song." Then Mrs. Peterson greets the children. She indicates that the topic for the day is television commercials. Learning to make choices about what you buy is an important life skill. And that means understanding more about how commercials work. With this she turns to a video featuring Slim Goodbody.

McGruff The Crime Dog  

McGruff is the famous Crime Dog® created by the American National Crime Prevention Council to "Take a Bite Out of Crime®". There are several McGruff programs available in VoDZone listed as suitable for K-2. McGruff: Self-Care Alert helps support Competency 2, “To Affirm His or Her Personality.”

McGruff: Self-Care Alert

1 ( 17 min.   Grades: K-2 classic   Teacher’s Guide + Quiz EDIT
Today, many children must take care of themselves after school until their parents arrive home from work. To help youngsters feel safe from crime while they're alone, McGruff gives some important advice. Digging into his files, McGruff illustrates his message with the experiences of four children who have learned how to protect themselves. McGruff also offers suggestions to help youngsters deal with loneliness.

Competency 3: To Interact Harmoniously with Others

Respecting Differences (A Sunburst Title)

1 ( 16 min.   Grades: K-2*   Teacher’s Guide + Quiz EDIT
Through appealing vignettes and songs, this program is designed to show children how to accept and respect differences in others. Differences in abilities, likes and dislikes, and differences in culture are highlighted. Youngsters are shown that being different can be both exciting and positive.

How Not to Fight (A Sunburst Title)

1 ( 16 min.   Grades: K-2   Teacher’s Guide EDIT
"Zorg," a visitor from the peaceful planet of "Harmonia," shows earthling children a three-step process that gives them real alternatives to fighting: 1) "Stop and Think," 2) "Talk and Listen," and 3) "Problem Solve." After each vignette, activity sheets are beamed down from the planet Harmonia to reinforce new concepts.

Don't Call Me Names (A Sunburst Title)

1 ( 14 min.   Grades: K-2   Teacher’s Guide + Quiz EDIT
Name-calling is one of the ways young children express their anger or frustration. To the child being called names, it can be painful and damaging. This program uses realistic vignettes to highlight the reasons behind name-calling, the effect it has on others, and strategies children can use to stop others from calling them.

Learning to Care (A Sunburst Title)

1 ( 25 min.   Grades: K-2   Teacher’s Guide + Quiz EDIT
The early grades are a time when children are intensely moral and love to figure out reasons, especially why and how they should behave in various situations. Featuring four appealing scenarios about children who are sad or unhappy, this program encourages students to develop empathy by imagining themselves in someone else's place.

Let Me Choose! Making Decisions (A Sunburst Title)

1 ( 13 min.   Grades: K-2   Teacher’s Guide + Quiz EDIT
When children are able to choose for themselves, their self-esteem soars. But while some choices are easy, others can prove difficult. Noting that making good decisions takes thought and practice this program helps students feel confident in saying "Let me choose!". It shows them how to evaluate their options, predict outcomes, and think about consequences before making a choice.

Angry? Ten Ways to Cool Off (A Sunburst Title)

1 ( 18 min.   Grades: K-2   Teacher’s Guide EDIT
Anger is a natural emotion, but one that generates intense feelings in young children, making them quick to "explode," "burn," or "boil over." Helping students see how "hot" words like these describe the physical and emotional changes anger can affect, hands-on workshop demonstrates ten effective strategies to use to "cool off" - handle angry feelings without breaking things or hurting other people or themselves. NOTE: No full-length video program exists for the QuickTime format. To view program, it will be necessary to select Windows Media standard format (256k version).

When I Get Mad (A Sunburst Title)  

1 ( 18 min.   Grades: K-2, 3-5   Teacher’s Guide EDIT
Helps young children get along better with friends, family and authority figures by teaching them constructive ways to deal with this troubling emotion. Explaining that anger is a normal emotion, title emphasizes the difference between having angry feelings and acting out one's anger. Helps students identify what makes them angry as a first step toward handling it.

I Get So Mad! (A Sunburst Title)

1 ( 13 min.   Grades: K-2 classic   Teacher’s Guide + Quiz EDIT
When young children get angry, their strong feelings can propel them into inappropriate or destructive behaviour. This program makes students aware that anger is a natural emotion everyone experiences at times. It shows them that it's not the getting angry that counts, but what they decide to do about it. It offers easy-to-understand ways to cope.

Ten Things to Do Instead of Hitting (A Sunburst Title)

1 ( 21 min.   Grades: K-2   Teacher’s Guide EDIT
When a child gets angry, hitting is often the first response. Using humorous songs and scenarios kids can easily relate to, program helps students learn to express their Anger in acceptable ways. Explains that hitting only makes things worse, advises viewers to stop and think what they can do instead. Provides ten constructive ideas for getting rid of angry feelings.

Say Please! (A Sunburst Title)

1 ( 14 min.   Grades: K-2   Teacher’s Guide + Quiz EDIT
Say Please! teaches the youngest students the why behind good manners through a humorous narrative of lively rhymes about a little boy who has everything – except manners. "A world without manners is no place to be" is made clear. The magical effect of saying "please" and "thank you" is described. This title helps viewers understand that the key to good manners is to treat everyone the way they themselves want to be treated.

McGruff The Crime Dog

McGruff is the famous Crime Dog® created by the American National Crime Prevention Council to "Take a Bite Out of Crime®".   There are several McGruff programs available in VoDZone listed as suitable for K-2.  These programs support Competency Three, “To Interact Harmoniously.”  NOTE: for more online resources visit < www.mcgruff.org >

McGruff: Bully Alert

1 ( 15 min.   Grades: K-2   Teacher’s Guide EDIT
Many children today are the victims of bullies. In this video, we meet Juan and Andrea, two children who are bullied at school. Fortunately, McGruff is there to help them out. He describes what a bully is and why bullies can be so mean. Using examples from his files, McGruff shows how to stand up to bullies by ignoring them, talking to them, or notifying adults when bullies threaten violence. Using McGruff's advice, Juan and Andrea are able to stand up to their bullies and use respect to get …

McGruff: Anger, Conflict and Violence

1 ( 19 min.   Grades: K-2   Teacher’s Guide EDIT
In this program, McGruff finds his nephew, Scruff, angry at his video game. When Scruff threatens to break his game, McGruff promptly explains that violence is not the answer to anyone's problems. McGruff demonstrates to Scruff and to viewers through dramatizations how some potentially violent situations can be defused; an argument over a basketball game and a disagreement over computer time in the library end up being opportunities for learning rather than angry confrontations. Together, McGruff and Scruff demonstrate the negative effects violence can have on students' relationships and their lives, illustrate alternatives to violence, and reveal simple ways pupils can avoid violent situations and resolve conflicts peacefully.

McGruff: Self-Protection: Preventing Child Abuse and Neglect

1 ( 22 min.   Grades: K-2   Teacher’s Guide EDIT
Every child has the right to feel safe and protected. McGruff the Crime Dog® explains to his nephew, Scruff, that any form of child abuse or neglect is against the law, and that help is available to children who need it. Dramatizations from McGruff's files feature children who have learned how to handle themselves in abusive and neglectful situations. Three scenarios examine cases of child neglect, physical abuse and sexual abuse. In each case, the children have worrisome secrets that they are afraid to reveal. With the encouragement of McGruff and other trusted adults, they discuss their fears and learn that everyone is a valuable person and has the right to be safe and protected. McGruff stresses that in order to deal with their problems, it is important for children to talk to a trusted adult whenever they're in a harmful situation or they're feeling uncomfortable about something. By offering strategies for children in abusive or neglectful situations, the program provides hope without making unrealistic promises.

McGruff: Vandalism

1 ( 16 min.   Grades: K-2   Teacher’s Guide EDIT
McGruff shows that vandalism is never the answer. He tells kids to take pride in their surroundings and to stand up for what they think is right. McGruff also suggests positive ways to deal with loneliness and anger.

McGruff: Gang Alert

1 ( 16 min.   Grades: K-2   Teacher’s Guide + Quiz EDIT
McGruff explains how street gangs hurt the community and disrupt the lives of their members. Dramatizations from McGruff's files show that gangs take away young people's freedom to make their own decisions.

McGruff: Personal Property

1 ( 16 min.   Grades: K-2   Teacher’s Guide + Quiz EDIT
McGruff explains that things belong to people and dramatically illustrates why we can't take what isn't ours. The dramatizations include "borrowing" without asking, stealing from a store, and taking something from a friend. The consequences of these actions are demonstrated, and children can learn how to handle similar situations in their own lives.

McGruff: Guide to Personal Safety

1 ( 10 min.   Grades: K-2   Teacher’s Guide + Quiz EDIT
McGruff helps children understand that they have personal space. He explains that everybody has the right to protect their personal space – to refuse to allow someone to be physically close, even a relative, friend, or neighbor. McGruff also makes it clear that we need to be close to people we love and trust. He illustrates the difference between the actions of people whose closeness is natural and those who may put a child's safety at risk.

McGruff: Drug Alert  

1 ( 11 min.   Grades: K-2   Teacher’s Guide + Quiz EDIT
McGruff warns children about drugs – both legal and illegal. He explains that even medicines can be dangerous if they have been prescribed for someone else. McGruff also teaches children how to stand up to per pressure and protect themselves from people who try to persuade them to take drugs.

1 ( 20 min.   Grades: K-2   Teacher’s Guide EDIT
Three captivating tales provide insight into African and African-American culture. The trilogy contains an explanatory tale, a whimsical and humorous West African story, and a selection from the "Brer Rabbit" tales. Narrated by renowned storyteller Donna Washington, the video includes commentary about each tale's historical, social, and literary significance.

All About Folktales

Grades: K-2, 3-5   Quiz EDIT
Folktales are viewed as a way of sharing the customs, values, and feelings of people from cultures different from our own.

All about Folktales: Folktale Characters (15 min.)

Jorinda and Joringel and the Donkey Prince welcome students to a special world richly populated with kings and queens, witches and wizards, princes and princesses, and giants and elves. Folktale characters are seen to be either all good or all bad, and the terms one-dimensional and supernatural are introduced.

All about Folktales: Folktale Wisdom (15 min.)

Selections from Aesop show how animal characters may represent human qualities and behaviour. The Blue Jackal, illustrated by Marcia Brown, and the timeless beauty of Beauty and the Beast, illustrated by Mercer Mayer, help viewers to look deeper than the plot of a tale to find the wisdom it contains.

All about Folktales: Folktales from Afar (15 min.)

Folktales are viewed as a way of sharing the customs, values, and feelings of people from cultures different from our own. Especially selected to serve as a "magic window" to the people who first created them are The Tale Of The Gentle People (South America), Anansi the Spider (Africa), and The Crane Maiden (Japan).

All about Folktales: Folktales Then and Now (15 min.)

Folktales Then and Now explores the oral tradition and the role of storytellers. Contrasts England's The History Of Mother Twaddle And The Marvelous Achievements Of Her Son Jack with Appalachia's Jack And The Bean Tree to show how tales evolve with the passage of time and change of place.

All about Folktales: Funny Folktales (16 min.)

Obedient Jack, It Could Always Be Worse, and The Emperor's New Clothes provide entertaining vehicles for discovering how and why folktales can tickle our funny bones. Noodlehead characters and exaggerated situations are identified as comic devices and the term satire is introduced.

All about Folktales: The Magical World of Folktales (18 min.)

The Blackfoot Indian Legend of Scarface, the Ashanti tale Akimba and the Magic Cow, and the treasured Sleeping Beauty show that wishes and dreams are universal to people in all times and places.

All about Folktales: Folktale Characters (13 min.)

Witches and wizards, princes and princesses, and giants and elves. Folktale characters are seen to be either all good or all bad, and the terms one-dimensional and supernatural are introduced.

Volume 01: The Lovelorn Giant / The Trumpeter / The Tower of Mice  

In "The Lovelorn Giant," a giant's infatuation with a fisherman's pretty and flirtatious daughter has disastrous consequences when the girl asks him to hide the stars to prove his love for her. In "The Trumpeter," the Khan and his warriors are foiled in their attempts to conquer Krakow by the quick wits of a lone trumpet player. "The Christmas Feast" is the story of a group of farm animals that almost ends up as Christmas dinner. However, they escape, and celebrate a joyful holiday meal with creatures from all around. "The Ass and the Stick" tells how a youth gets his magical gifts back when they are stolen by an evil innkeeper. In "The Green Mountain," a giant holds an eating contest with a little girl, planning to fatten her up and eat her. But the clever little girl only pretends to eat, while the giant eats so much that he rolls into the sea.

European Folk Tales: Volume 04: The Cinderella Barber / The Pear Tree / The Chameleon Cat

"The Cinderella Barber" is a barber's apprentice who sneaks into a grand ball, falls in love with a princess, and then loses his hat when he's thrown out of the dance. A search for the owner of the cap ensues. In "The Pear Tree," a lively little boy is picking fruit when an ogre captures him for dinner. But the boy has a few tricks up his sleeve. "The Chameleon Cat" can change his shape into anything he wants. This magical ability ultimately saves both his village and the boy who owns him.

European Folk Tales: Volume 05: The Princess and the Goat Boy / Enormous Lies / The Bag of Winds

In "The Princess and the Goat Boy," a King's anger at his daughter's romance with a goat boy propels the girl into a deep faint. Only the goat boy can save her... "Enormous Lies" is the story of a king who, in an effort to find a worthy successor, invites the young men in the kingdom to come up with an outrageous lie. The best lie wins the hand of the princess and the kingdom... In "The Bag of Winds," an evil demon starts a famine by capturing all the winds in a kingdom. The king promises his daughter's hand to the man who can defeat the demon.

In the first story of this three-part series, everyone who looks into "The Laughing Mirror" forgets his troubles and begins to laugh. The mirror's magic power must be employed to defeat a fearsome monster. In "Katalina and Katalin," a sister and brother come under the spell of a wicked witch when they stray too far into the woods. After Katalin is put into the witch's dungeon, his sister enlists the aid of forest animals to free him. “The Seven Flames" tells of three brothers who are protected by a good spirit, which turns out to be useful when two of the brothers are turned into pigs by a sorceress.

Folktales from the Czech Republic and Slovakia: In “The King Of The Cats” a magical tomcat aids a mistreated young girl. In “A Ray of Sunshine” a shepherd defeats an evil magician. In “The Bashful Daughter” a brave young man searches for a bride.

European Folk Tales: Volume 09: Painted Cradles / Spindle, Shuttle, and Needle / Undine

In “Painted Cradles” three brothers search for their fortunes. In “Spindle, Shuttle and Needle” a magic spindle helps a prince find true love. In “Undine” a water spirit falls in love with a knight.

Cat Journey

1 ( 7 min.   Grades: K-2 EDIT classic

In this whimsical animated odyssey, Katie meets a friendly cat who takes her for a ride on his back. During their journey, they surprise a rooster, a pig, and a goose. They cross a river and are frightened by a red cow, a hungry crocodile, and an angry old man. At last, they come to a town with a policeman in a smart uniform and a King who is sad and lonely. Introduction to Picture Books: Yummy Stories About Food (9 min.)

In Yummy Stories About Food, Mrs. Pig introduces children to some tasty tales like “The Giant Sandwich” by John Lord and Janet Burroway and “Cloudy With A Chance Of Meatballs” by Judith Barrett. She also explains how to find stories about food at the library and the use of a picture dictionary.

The Story of Read-Alee-Deed-Alee

The education for a culture of peace is founded i n UNESCO’s constitutional mandate to build peace "in the minds of men". Over the years since then, UNESCO and the United Nations have developed a number of standard-setting instruments, declarations and action plans which are widely accepted by the international community and which provide the basic framework for promoting the concept of education for a culture of peace world-wide – the 1974 Recommendation concerning Education for International Understanding, Co-operation and Peace and Education relating to Human Rights and Fundamental Freedoms (Paris, 1974), the World Plan of Action on Education for Human Rights and Democracy (Montreal, 1993), the Declaration and Programme of Action of the World Conference on Human Rights (Vienna, 1993), the Declaration and Integrated Framework of Action on Education for Peace, Human Rights and Democracy (Paris, 1995) and the Plan of Action for the United Nations Decade for Human Rights Education (1995-2005).
