We welcome submissions that examine

a range of inquiry perspectives, approaches and pos-

sibilities that are implemented by students, classroom

teachers and/or researchers. Articles that illustrate

unique and inclusive ways of implementing and/or

sharing inquiry at any level or in any discipline, such as

types of practitioner inquiry or work in professional

learning communities are of interest. We also encour-

age texts that address compelling stories of inquiry
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and the impact inquiry can have on students and/or other

audiences. The manuscripts should be between 4000-6000

words (teachers/practitioners may write as few as 2000 words,

students should write between 500-1000 words). Visuals and

other forms of representation are most welcome. In addition,

our text-based manuscript guidelines request that work

should be formatted according to APA guidelines. All submis-

sions should include an abstract of not more than 75 words

and a biography of 50-75 words accompanied by a digital pho-

tograph. Any graphics should be in JPEG or GIF format, with

articles sent as attachments to mstewart@learnquebec.ca in

WORD format. Deadline for submission is January 1, 2011.
