
 

National Entrepreneurship Day – Yours to Create! 
Information Guide for Teachers 

 
 
What is National Entrepreneurship Day? 
NED  is  about  creating  an  entrepreneurial  culture  in  Québec  by  promoting  values  such  as  creativity,  leadership, 
perseverance, self‐confidence, team work and autonomy. It’s a day to  inspire, empower and take action. You can take 
part in this day to celebrate and recognize entrepreneurs, youth, educators, community organizations, and governments 
who contribute and support entrepreneurship  in  its many forms.   To  learn more about National Entrepreneurship Day, 
please consult the NED Q&A document included in this kit. 
 
What’s happening? 
Across Quebec, local committees are working to organize a province‐wide videoconference learning session for English‐
speaking youth  to  take place on November 18.   These  local  committees  include  representatives  from  the Carrefours 
jeunesse‐emplois  (Youth Entrepreneurship Awareness and Promotion Officers), Community Learning Centres,   CEDECs 
(Community Economic Development and Employability Committees) GOAL and Advancing Canadian Entrepreneurship. If 
you’d like to join this group to contribute to the committee as a partner or just to pass along some great ideas, please 
look for your local contacts on the contact sheet included in this kit. 
 
In  the  morning  of  November  18th,  students  in  participating  schools  will  play  GoVenture’s  Micro  Business 
entrepreneurship  computer  simulation  game  for  high  school  students  and  compete  with  other  schools  across  the 
province, giving their results via videoconference at timed intervals. 
 
In  the  afternoon,  winners  will  be  announced  and  the  students  will  come  together  for  a  group  discussion  about 
entrepreneurship, share what they learned in the morning, and talk about how they can apply their new learning both in 
their school and community life. 
 
There  is also ample opportunity at different  times of the day to organize specific  local activities such as a talk  from a 
local entrepreneur, kiosks from local partners and agencies, etc.   Contact your local committee to learn what is already 
being planned or to offer your ideas. 
 
Benefits of participating 
 
Provide an experiential learning opportunity for students to develop their 
understanding of entrepreneurial concepts and values.   
 
Highlight  the  links  between  entrepreneurship,  community  engagement 
and cross‐curricular competencies of the Quebec education program. 
 
An entrepreneurial project is a point of entry to reinforce broad areas of 
learning in any subject area. 
 
Students who engage  in an entrepreneurial project are more motivated 
to engage and succeed in their educational subject matter. 
 
Connect with other areas to share what  is happening  in your school and 
learn what is happening elsewhere.

What is youth entrepreneurship?  
Youth entrepreneurship refers to all initiatives allowing youth from 16-35 years of age to complete a pro-
ject with support and learning through the various stages to make the project a reality.   
 
An entrepreneurial project would be any initiative requiring entrepreneurial qualities put into practice by youth who are re-
sponsible and take charge of their project.  
 
The development of a strong and sustainable entrepreneurial culture requires having confidence in youth and encouraging 
them to persevere and continue their project. 
 
Who are Entrepreneurship Awareness and Promotion Officers?  
 
Entrepreneurship Awareness and Promotion Officers (EAPO) positions were created under the Youth Entrepreneurship 
Challenge following the Quebec Government proclamation that Quebec was not creating enough business. The initiative 
began in February 2004.  
 
EAPOs are passionate individuals with a mandate to sensitize youth to entrepreneurship and values needed to start their 
own projects and take charge of their lives! They collaborate with schools, business community, organizations in the socio-
economic sectors, and communities. They are posted at the Carrefours jeunesse-emploi across the province.
