Making Your Rubric

Steps

1.  Have a clear idea of what you want the rubric to measure.  What will the rubric be used for? This becomes the title for your rubric.

2.  Make a list of the criteria important for success.  This becomes the ‘y’ axis of your table rubric. 

3.  For each criteria mentioned in # 2, determine the elements or qualities necessary for success.  Graduate this from most acceptable to least acceptable. 

Extra Insight: It is often easier to define the highest and lowest levels and to fill in the middle afterwards.

4.  The ‘x’ axis of a table rubric will then be used to categorize either numerically or descriptively the level of student achievement. 

Extra Insight: Even numbered rubrics are often recommended in order to avoid the tendency of scoring in the middle.

5.  Share the rubric with students before the project begins in order to ensure greater success.  Clarify any misconceptions with students and be ready to edit if necessary.
