	1. Work on declarative voice.  Work on vocabulary necessary to give clear instructions.

3. What makes a show like ‘ The Amazing Race’ popular? What elements are necessary to build an effective race?



	Inquiry Stage:

1. How will I hook or trigger the student’s interest in the Inquiry Question? What scenario will I use?

2. What are kind of information can I expect to be brought out of our class brainstorming session? What kind of misconceptions do I expect to encounter?

3. What rubric(s) will I use?  Will I design it myself or with my students?


	1. Show a few videotaped examples of the show.  Ask how many students would be willing to participate in such a show? What would I motivate them to try out?  Do not show the final episode until later on in the project.

2. Different elements of races. Levels of difficulty. Participant types. Travel. 

3. Team Rubric and element rubric.

	Build Stage

1.  How will I organize the brainstorming session? How will we categorize and sort the information we come up with?

2. What kind of teams will work best for this project? (I.e. number of members, roles, responsibilities.)  

3. What information technologies are necessary in order to accomplish these tasks?  Do I need to review/teach any of these skills?

4. What research techniques will we need?  Do I need to review/teach any?

5. What kind of final products would lend themselves well to this type of investigation?  

6. At what stage will I ask for product updates?  What format will these updates be? (i.e. journal entry, oral presentation, etc.)


	1. Use blackboard with students taking notes.

2. I will build teams myself pulling names from a hat.  I will have a writer, props, director (directs teams as they navigate through the race) and  timekeeper (to keep all the work on track and make sure everyone is on task and ready)

3. WORD for typing up instructions and clues.  E-Mail for journal entries.  Students are at ease with these tools.

4. Will need to look at school site for appropriate race locations.  Will need to find responsible persons to ask for permission for use.  Will need to use resources (teacher experts and books) to invent original tasks.

5.  We will have other teams actually run the  race.  

6. In class discussion of progress.



	Show Time Stage

1. What kind of showcase will be most appropriate to display the student’s new knowledge? (I.e. museum display, PowerPoint presentation, play in front of an audience, etc.)


	1. We will run the races.  Students will be assessed as they explain the race to the teams participating and coax them into action as they run the race.

	Transition Stage

1. Will I ask  my students to give an oral reflection or a written reflection of their learning, and thoughts on this project?


	1.  A journal entry with specific questions to answer.
