FOR PARTICIPANTS



1.  Click on the link provided OR copy and paste it into your browser’s address bar 
     
 

     to launch Zoom. Chrome, Firefox and Safari are all supported. 
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2.  If Zoom does not launch automatically, follow the instructions as provided.

3.  Now, type in your name and click on Join.
